Did you know...?Did you know...?Did you know...?

While 
honeybees get 

a lot of the credit, 
at least 1,500 insect 

species pollinate plants in 
the UK. In some parts of 

the world, birds, bats 
and even lizards 
get involved too!

Adult 
butterfl ies and 

moths will feed on 
almost any fl ower’s 

nectar, but caterpillars 
are fussier, so try planting 

a variety of fl owers to 
encourage more 
insects to visit 
your garden.

Beetles are 
attracted to fl at, 

open fl owers which 
allow them to graze, 

and fl owers in clusters, 
such as cow parsley. The 
fl owers tend to be smelly 

or fragrant, because 
beetles navigate by 
a strong sense of 

smell.

Things you can 
do to help:

1. Grow pollinator-
friendly plants in 

your garden or on your 
windowsill

2. Let your lawn grow a 
little wilder

3. Build a home for 
solitary bees

Cereals, such 
as wheat and 

barley, rely on wind 
pollination but just 

about every other plant 
we eat is actively pollinated.  

Tomato production 
relies on pollination by 

bumblebees, as do 
many other crops.

There are just 57 
resident butterfl y 
species in the UK, 

compared to more than 
2,500 moth species.

For an animal 
to be an effective 
pollinator it needs 

to actively visit fl owers 
of the same species 

and be capable of carrying 
pollen on its body (often 
unintentionally) so that 

it transfers from one 
fl ower to another.
