This 
i s  a  c las s ic  Br i t i sh  tea  made to  exact ing s tandards .  A c lean and except ional ly  br ight  infus ion with

2 n d  FLUSH MUSCATEL SIKKIM
TEMI ESTATE, S IKKIM, INDIA

High in the  Indian Himalayas ,  between Nepal  and Bhutan,  l i e s  the  lush reg ion of  Sikkim.  Not  as  famous 
as  i t s  Dar jee l ing neighbours  but  making a  b lack tea  of  such de l ic ious  de l icacy  that  i t  makes  the  hear t 
soar.  This  tea  has  a  heady,  f lora l  aroma with sof t  notes  of  muscate l  grapes .  Best  enjoyed without  mi lk .

TARRY LAPSANG SOUCHONG
WUYI MOUNTAINS,  FUJIAN PROVINCE, CHINA

A r ich,  peaty  b lack tea  smoked us ing t radi t ional  wood f i res .  The bark i s  l e f t  on the  wood for  a  res inous 
depth of f lavour.  More of  a  Laphroaig  than a  Spr ingbank.  It  can be  enjoyed with or  without  mi lk .

GOLDEN CHAI 
SATEMWA ESTATE, MAL AWI & SIKKIM, INDIA

A beaut i fu l  b lend of  b lack teas  enhanced with c innamon,  cardamom, c loves ,  g inger,  b lack pepper, 
and turmeric .  A quick infus ion y ie lds  a  subt le  f lavour  whi l s t  a  longer  s teep wi l l  br ing out  the  deeper, 

ear thier  f lavours  of  the  turmeric  and the  r ich tannins  in  the  tea .  It  can be  enjoyed with or  without  mi lk .

MALAWI COFFEE LEAF

The leaves  of  the  cof fee  bush make a  s tunning infus ion.  The f lavour  i s  c loser  to  a  b lack tea  than to 
cof fee .  It  i s  low in caf fe ine  and high in  ant ioxidants ,  with a  gent le  sweetness  and 

r ich notes  of  chocolate  and vani l la .

HIMALAYAN GINGER & LEMONGRASS
SIKKIM, INDIA & SRI  L ANKA

A br ight  infus ion of  lemongrass  gathered f rom a  col lect ive  of  organic  smal lholder  farms across  Sr i 
Lanka.  Careful ly  b lended with pure  g inger  f rom the high Himalayan reg ion of  Sikkim,  India .  Notes  of 

sweet  lemon drops  combine with the  r ich t ingle  of  sp ice .

A re la t ion of  the  verbena and oregano plants ,  Koseret  of fers  a  complex  and exc i t ing 
f lavour  prof i le .  An incredible  aroma of  tomato v ines  and bas i l .  The tas te  i s  mi ld ly  sweet  and herbaceous , 

with a  gent le  lemon f ini sh.

HIBISCUS FLOWERS
SATEMWA ESTATE, SHIRE HIGHL ANDS, MAL AWI

A del ic ious  herba l  infus ion made f rom the beaut i fu l  red peta l s  of  Hibi s cus  sabdari f fa .  These  whole 
hibi scus  f lowers  produce a  beaut i fu l  raspberry-red infus ion with f lavours  of  r ich berr ies ,  s l ight ly  tar t 

and f in i shing with a  cranberry- l ike  sweetness .

Hand-harvested and craf ted according to  ancient  Khoisan t radi t ion,  where  i t  has  been enjoyed for 
thousands  of  years  as  both a  de l ic ious  and res torat ive  herba l  tea .  Honey and tof fee  aromas  accompany a 
f lavour  reminiscent  of  s tewed apples  and red berr ies .  Soft  woody notes  evoke cedar  and the  spice- laden 

a i r  of  Moroccan souks ,  a longs ide  a  r ich hint  of  cocoa nibs .
